Instead grab a bottle of sidra or wine, better yet fill
up that bota bag you have hanging from your visit to Euskadi
ages ago and head out to the nearest shady tree. There are
lots of wonderful take along foods you can pack that celebrate
your roots but here is a recipe from a terrific recently released
book Pintxos (Ten Speed Press; $24.95) by our fellow Basque
Gerald Hirigoyen. This is the owner and chef of Piperade and
Bocadillos restaurants in San Francisco.

Chopped Egg Salad with Caper Berries & Fresh Herbs
Makes 4 open-faced sandwiches

From "Pintxos" by Gerald Hirigoyen with Lisa Weiss

4 hard-cooked eggs, peeled

2 sprigs chervil

2 sprigs tarragon

2 sprigs flat-leaf parsley

2 fresh basil leaves

3 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil

-- Kosher salt

4 slices pain de mie, about 3/4 inch thick, or other French
white sandwich bread, crusts removed

1/2 teaspoon piment d'Espelette (see Note)

12 caper berries, rinsed and dried

Instructions: Roughly chop the eggs and put them in a bowl.
Roughly chop the chervil, tarragon, parsley, and basil and add
to the eggs along with the oil. Stir to combine, season to taste
with salt, and stir again.

To serve, lightly toast the bread slices and spread with the egg
salad. Sprinkle evenly with the piment d'Espelette and top
each sandwich with 3 caper berries.

March 1 saw parliamentary elections in
the Basque Country. Since the
formation of the Basque Autonomous
Community (BAC) -- comprised of
Bizkaia, Gipuzkoa, and Araba -- in
1978, the region has been ruled by the
Basque Nationalist Party (PNV in
Spanish, EAJ in Basque). However,
while the PNV did receive more seats
than any other party after the March 1
elections, they did not receive an
outright majority and their usual allies
received fewer seats than before, and
they were unable to form a coalition to
govern. As a result, Spain's two
largest political parties, the PSE-EE --
the Socialist Party of the Basque
Country, the Basque regional branch
of the Spanish Socialist Worker's
Party, the primary left-wing party in
Spain -- and the PP -- the People's
Party, the main right-wing party --
formed a coalition which resulted in the
election of Patxi Lopez, head of the
PSE-EE, as Lehendakari, or President
of the Basque Country. This is thus
the first time since its creation that

the BAC will be led by a non-
nationalist, making the future of past
nationalist priorities, such as the
strengthening of Euskara, uncertain.
